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IMPORTANT BIRD AREAS IN WASHINGTON

Criteria for Site Selection

DEFINITION

An Important Bird Area (IBA) is a site providing essential habitat for one or more bird species of conservation concern. The list of species was adopted by the Washington IBA Expert Committee, based on the review of avian conservation initiatives including Partners in Flight, Washington gap analysis, Washington Natural Heritage ranked species, North American Bird Conservation Initiative, the US Fish and Wildlife Service’s Endangered or Threatened Species list, and the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife Priority Habitats and Species list and Species of Concern list.

Washington’s IBA Program is part of a global effort to identify and conserve areas that are vital to birds and other biodiversity. By working with Audubon chapters, landowners, public agencies, community groups, and other non-profits, Audubon endeavors to interest and activate a broad network of supporters to ensure that all Important Bird Areas are properly managed and conserved.

The Important Bird Areas Program recognizes that coupled with global warming, habitat loss and fragmentation are the most serious threats facing populations of birds across America and around the world. By working to identify and implement conservation strategies at Important Bird Areas, we hope to minimize the effects that habitat loss and degradation have on birds and other biodiversity. 

BACKGROUND

Selection criteria are used to identify Important Bird Areas. These criteria reflect the quantity and quality of bird life in a given area. To be evaluated as an IBA, a landscape must clearly and consistently support a population of birds meeting at least one and preferably several criteria. All nominations will be carefully evaluated based on the supplied data.

In addition to the criteria, a site should be characterized by the following elements.
· The site should be predominantly a natural area (e.g., landfills and sewage lagoons are likely exclusions).

· There is no minimum or maximum size, but the site should be clearly distinguishable from surrounding areas. Boundaries can include rivers, roads, ridge lines, abrupt habitat edges and other clear landmarks.

· The proposed boundary should encompass the key elements at the site that meet the birds’ life history needs (e.g., feeding and roosting areas).

· Sites may be on lands with varying levels of habitat protection, but there should be reasonable potential for the site to receive additional protection or enhanced habitat management in the future for the benefit of birds.

Nomination Review and Ranking

All nominations that meet at least one criterion will be reviewed by Washington’s Expert Committee. Sites found to meet one or more of Washington’s criteria and clearly identify one of the key landscapes for birds in the state will be recognized as a state-level IBA. The National Audubon Society’s National Advisory Committee will review all state-level IBAs to determine which sites further for Global or Continental status.
These criteria represent a revision of the criteria originally developed for the Washington IBA Program in the late 1990s. The current version recognizes the need to generate sites for review at the national level in order to identify Global and Continental IBAs. This revision also updates the list of species of concern to incorporate current understanding of Washington bird populations.
CRITERION 1: Sites supporting significant populations of species of conservation concern in Washington.

Significant areas include sites that have the largest concentrations of these species or those with several of these species regularly present in substantial numbers. The significance of the site should be judged relative to overall numbers of the species in Washington and to numbers occurring throughout the range of the species. Sites should be those areas where the species regularly occur, not areas where the species occur irregularly or have been extirpated.

Sites identified in recovery plans, and sites identified in ecosystem-scale management plans as being necessary to the viability of these species (e.g., Bird Conservation Areas identified in North American Bird Conservation Initiative plans, late seral/old growth reserves in the Northwest Forest Plan) will be given greater weight. Likewise, sites occupied by breeding landbirds will be given greater weight than sites occupied by wintering landbirds.

Based on our understanding of populations in Washington, a table of thresholds has been developed and offers guidelines for the size of populations we are seeking within IBA boundaries. This table of thresholds is included here as Appendix I. Note that thresholds have not been developed for every species, as our knowledge in this arena is incomplete.

CRITERION 2: Sites for species assemblages associated with a representative, rare, or threatened natural community type in Washington.

The site regularly holds an assemblage of species wholly or largely associated with a specific habitat type that is representative, rare, or threatened within Washington. This criterion is intended to identify relatively large areas capable of supporting populations of species with specialized habitat requirements. The significance of the site is judged on the completeness of the avian assemblage relative to other similar sites. Characteristic species of birds indicative of the habitat type should be identified and quantified. Representative sites are those of exceptional extent or undisturbed condition. Rare and threatened habitat types, and examples of avian species associated with them, are defined below.
ASPEN STANDS: Ruffed Grouse, Red-naped Sapsucker, Least Flycatcher, Warbling Vireo, House Wren.
CAVES, CLIFFS, BASALT RIMS, WATERFALLS, TALUS: Golden Eagle, Ferruginous Hawk, Prairie Falcon, Peregrine Falcon, Barn Owl, Great Horned Owl, Black Swift, White-throated Swift, Rock Wren, Canyon Wren, Townsend’s Solitaire.

FRESHWATER WETLANDS: grebes, herons, waterfowl, rails, shorebirds, gulls and terns, swallows, Marsh Wren, Northern Waterthrush, Common Yellowthroat, Yellow-headed Blackbird

GARRY OAK WOODLANDS: West: Hutton’s Vireo, House Wren, Western Bluebird

East: Lewis’ Woodpecker, Acorn Woodpecker, Anna’s Hummingbird, Gray Flycatcher, Ash-throated Flycatcher, Scrub Jay, White-breasted Nuthatch, Lesser Goldfinch

BANKS AND INSTREAM ISLANDS: Harlequin Duck, Common Merganser, Belted Kingfisher, American Dipper

LATE SUCCESSIONAL FOREST: Douglas-fir/hemlock: Northern Goshawk, Marbled Murrelet, Spotted Owl, Vaux’s Swift, Pileated Woodpecker, Red-breasted Nuthatch, Brown Creeper

PONDEROSA PINE: Northern Goshawk, White-headed Woodpecker, Olive-sided Flycatcher, Hermit Thrush

HIGH ELEVATION FOREST: (lodgepole and whitebark pine, subalpine fir): Black-backed Woodpecker, Clark’s Nutcracker, Boreal Chickadee, Ruby-crowned Kinglet

PRAIRIE: West: Streaked Horned Lark, Western Meadowlark, Vesper Sparrow

Palouse prairie: Upland Sandpiper, Short-eared Owl, Bobolink 

MOUNTAIN MEADOW: Great Gray Owl, Pallid Horned Lark, American Pipit, Lincoln’s Sparrow, White-crowned Sparrow (Gambell’s race) 
SHRUB-STEPPE: Swainson’s Hawk, Ferruginous Hawk, Long-billed Curlew, Burrowing Owl, Short-eared Owl, Say’s Phoebe, Loggerhead Shrike, Sage Thrasher, Western Meadowlark, Brewer’s, Vesper, Lark, Sage, and Grasshopper Sparrows 

RIPARIAN: Willow Flycatcher, Warbling Vireo, Red-eyed Vireo, Gray Catbird, Cedar Waxwing, American Dipper, Veery, American Redstart, Yellow-breasted Chat, Bullock’s Oriole

MARINE/ESTUARINE FORAGING SITES: (Also see Category 4ii below) Loons, grebes, seabirds, cormorants, waterfowl, jaegers, gulls, terns, alcids.

ROCKY COASTLINE: cormorants, Black Oystercatcher, Wandering Tattler, turnstones, Surfbird, Common Murre, Pigeon Guillemot, Tufted Puffin

COASTAL ISLANDS: Nesting colonies or potential nesting areas for cormorants, gulls, alcids, etc.

WESTERN JUNIPER SAVANNAH: Ferruginous Hawk, Loggerhead Shrike.
CRITERION 3: Sites important for long-term avian research or monitoring.

An indicator of such a site will be a long record (10 years or more) of data collection. Only outdoor sites will be considered.

CRITERION 4: Sites where birds regularly concentrate in significant numbers when breeding, or during migration or winter.
4i. The site is known or thought to hold a significant proportion of a species’ statewide or regional population at one time during some portion of the year. This includes any site holding more than one percent of the regional or flyway population of a species, or when a site holds significantly higher numbers of a species than any other site.

4ii. The site is known or thought to hold, on a regular basis, at least 2,000 waterfowl in freshwater habitats, or 5,000 waterfowl in marine/estuarine habitats, over a short period of time during any portion of the year. This excludes feral populations such as urban flocks of Canada Geese. (For the purposes of this category, “waterfowl” is broadly defined to include loons, grebes, swans, geese, ducks, mergansers, and coots.)

4iii. The site is known or thought to hold, on a regular basis, at least 100 Great Blue Herons, or 30 Brown Pelicans, or any nesting pelicans, egrets, or Black-Crowned Night Herons.

4iv. The site is known or thought to hold, on a regular basis, at least 50 seabirds, in either marine or terrestrial (nesting) areas, or 1,000 gulls at inland sites or 5,000 gulls at coastal sites, or 50 terns, over a short period of time during any portion of the year. Seabirds include albatrosses, fulmars, shearwaters, storm-petrels, jaegers, and alcids.

4v. The site is regularly an important migratory stopover or wintering area that is known or thought to hold at least 100 shorebirds in freshwater habitats or 1,000 shorebirds in marine/estuarine habitats over a short period of time, or is used by 12 or more shorebird species over a season (2 to 3 months).

4vi. The site is a migratory corridor that is known or thought to be used by at least 1,000 raptors (seasonal total), or is a winter concentration area used by at least 100 raptors. The area may be large enough to include topographic features that funnel birds through a particular site. 

4vii. The site is known or thought to hold an exceptional number or diversity of landbirds during the migration season. Exact numerical thresholds are unknown at present, but the site should clearly be an outstanding “migrant trap” or staging area.
