Current Purpose: 

The Helen Engle Volunteer of the Year Award recognizes a volunteer who has contributed outstanding service to our Audubon cause, at the chapter, state, regional, or flyway level.

Award Signer:

Audubon Washington Executive Director
Selection Criteria/Eligibility for Award:
1. Contributes outstanding service through work that addresses Audubon’s strategic priorities at the chapter, state, regional, or flyway level.  
2. Intensive work on one project and/or extensive involvement on several projects.

3. Work demonstrates conservation at scale – has impact at regional, Flyway, national or international level; or provides linkages across the Audubon network.

4. Involves others and program continues beyond involvement of individual volunteer (even when s/he moves on to other projects).
Nomination Process

Nominations requested from the chapter network in Washington. Submittals should not exceed 500 words; bullet points detailing the nominee’s efforts are appropriate. Nominee selected by Audubon Washington committee. 
Number to Award

One per year, awarded at the annual Audubon Council of Washington meeting.
Award Type

Framed certificate prepared by Audubon Washington.
